Start point: Main Square of Lecina.

Location: Barfaluy is on the top of an amazing cliff, in La Choca ravine (tributary of
River Vero) Lecina Superior is on the top of the canyon of River Vero.

Duration of the guided visit to both settlements: 4 h (1 h on foot - going)

Guided visit to Barfaluy: 3 h (1 h on foot — going)

Guided visit to Lecina Superior: 3 h (50 min on foot — going)
